Wouldnõt it be nice if we could communi-
cate with God like we do with our friends 
on Facebook? We could check in on what 
He is doing anytime we like, see what 

events He is a part of, ôlikeõ the things 
that he says, even invite him to be  

involved in what we are doing. It would 
also be a great way for others to see our 
relationship with God.  Ironically, we often 
miss the obvious. God has given us a tool 

that is just like His own Facebook account, 
but even better. It puts us in constant 
communication with Him, is the primary 

way He speaks to us and it allows Him to 
be directly involved in every part of our 

life. What is this tool? Prayer.   
Richard J Foster, in his book 

òCelebration of Disciplineó, outlines many 
spiritual disciplines, which we as       

Christians should practice. In one chapter, 
he describes prayer as the most central 

of all the disciplines because, òit ushers 
us into perpetual communion with the     
Father.ó You see, prayer is the one thing 

that will catapult us into all the other   
areas of our spiritual life. Unfortunately, 

few of us have found much value in 
prayer. We have not seen the results we 

desired or maybe not as quickly as we 
would have liked them. Yes we under-
stand that we must be patient and submit 

to what God wants, but we often are   
derailed in our prayer life by our impa-
tience or by the lack of results (or at least 
what we think the results should be). So 

why doesnõt prayer in our life reflect that 
of so many in the Bible? Elijah prayed for 
it to not rain. After three and a half years 
of no rain, he prays again, this time for 

rain, and guess what happens, it rains. 
Maybe we need to understand prayer 
better. 

 

Prayer equals change. You    
believe that right? So do I. We often pray 

for things to change, for someone to be 
healed, for a situation to be resolved, that 
God will change the things around us to 
better fit us, our comfort, and our life. 

However, the primary thing that should 
change when we pray is us. Prayer is the 
central avenue that God uses to transform 

us. Real prayer, according to Foster, is 
when òwe begin to think Godõs thoughts 

after Him: to desire the things He desires, 
to love the things he loves, to will the 

things he wills.ó This is what James 4:3 
means when it says that we do not      
receive what we pray for because we ask 

with wrong motives. We need to transform 
our will to Godõs will, so that when we are 

praying our desires, we are actually pray-

ing Godõs desires. 

Do you desire to have a prayer 
life that is ôpowerful and effectiveõ (James 

5:16)? Then conform your will and     
desires to that of Godõs. God will clearly 
show you His desires as you pray, and as 
we conform to these, then we will be living 

the righteous life God desires. And that is 
James 5:16, òThe prayer of a righteous 
man is powerful and effective.ó Once you 
see the power of praying in your life, then 
you will integrate it fully into your life. Now 

that is something I ôlikeõ.

The Heart of Heart O the Lakes 

Sorry I missed writing to you all last month. I 
was staying with a host family in rural Uganda 
for 10 days. This is what you most likely picture 
when you think of Uganda. They live in huts, 
have no electricity or running water, and work 
as subsistence farmers. I have never been so 
graciously welcomed into anyoneôs life. My 
Uganda mom and teenage brothers taught me 
how to do just about everything they do in their 
home....cooking over the fire, sweeping with a 
broom made of sticks, milking the cows, fetch-
ing water, killing a chicken, and smearing 
(which is when they literally smear cow dung 
mixed with water on the floors of their huts .... 
its just how they clean them).  

Afterward, all of us college students met up and 
went hiking at Mt. Elgon where there are beau-
tiful waterfalls.  

A Message from Nicole Ramsey in Uganda 
 

Nicole is a senior at Huntington University, 

studying at Uganda Christian University this semester. 

I am now back on the campus of UCU working 
on my studies. A large part of my studies is a 
social work internship. I work with an organi-
zation called Off-Tu Mission a couple of days a 
week, where I do a large variety of things. I 
have two favorite activities. The first is helping 
teach in the nursery school classroom. The 
second is going into Kampala, the capital city 
which is nearby, to minister to street children. 
These children literally have no where to go. 
They are either orphans or have left home  
because their situation was really bad. They 
live on the street and beg, which puts them in 
a very dangerous and vulnerable position.
